In your document submission, only redact (cross out/black out) your CRN. Do not redact your full 
name, address, card expiry date or benefit code or it will be considered ineligible. 

The most common reasons for documentation being marked as ineligible are: 
• The scholarship applicant’s full name is not visible
• Date of the card expiry is not visible, or the expiry is before the application submission date
• The type of payment is not visible
• The type of payment is not eligible
